SECTION .0700 – COMPLIANCE AND REPORTING

21 NCAC 16Q .0701
FAILURE TO COMPLY

(a)  Failure to comply with the provisions of this Subchapter may result in suspension or revocation of the general anesthesia or sedation permit and the dentist's license to practice dentistry in accordance with G.S. 90‑41.

(b)  Absent a Board order stating otherwise, a dentist whose permit has been revoked shall not be eligible to:

(1)
apply for reinstatement of the permit for a period of one year after the effective date of the revocation; or

(2)
re-apply for reinstatement of the permit for a period of one year after the Board's denial of the applicant's previous application for reinstatement.

(c)  An application for permit reinstatement that is received before the applicant is eligible to apply pursuant to Paragraph (b) of this Rule shall be disregarded without a refund of the application fees.
